Effective March 1, 2017, all licensed attorneys must submit all new cases and documents
within new or existing cases for filing with the district courts of Barton, Ellsworth, Rice, Russell
and Stafford counties, which is commonly known as the 20th Judicial District, utilizing the
Kansas Courts Electronic Filing system.

Attorneys should acquaint themselves with the Kansas Courts Electronic Filing system
and follow Kansas Supreme Court Administrative Order No. 268.

through the e-filing system.
